After winning the first race of the sea-
son in the Grand Nationals, Reggie Roth
of Bancroft had to sit back and watch
seven other drivers run to victory, includ-
ing his son Travis Roth of Bancroft —
twice. .

But Reggie Roth has not had that bad of
a season. He now leads the points stand-
ings over last year’s champion Robert
Osborne of Norfolk, has finished 11 times
in the top five including four seconds
places and has won 13 out of 16 heat races,
nine more than any other driver,

Just like any sport success comes with a
price. When Reggie Roth climbed from his
machine on the frontstretch following the
race, he was both cheered and booed.

Reggie Roth started back in the fifth
row and drove hard to break into the top
three on lap eight. The veteran found
hooking the left front on the berm lining
the inside of the track was the fastest way
around the oval,

However, when he did not get as low
and catch the low line, he would quickly
drift up the track. At least twice in turn one
and two while running third, Reggie Roth
slid too high in the turn and lost positions.

Fighting back, he finally advanced to
the second spot getting around Jeff Haase
of Norfolk, who had his best run going
when he led the first 14 laps.

Osborne and Roth came off the corner
side-by-side and headed for the line.
Reggie Roth edged Osborne by less than a
foot to capture his second win of the sea-
son. It also gives him a nine point lead
over Osborne in the track points with three
weeks left, ‘

Osborne’s second place broke a
drought he was in. The defending points
champion has not finished in the top five
for the last several weeks, Hansen rounded
out the top three, his best finish of the year.
